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In the sixties and seventies of the last century, an urban movement emerged that sought to
search for the human dimension in the contemporary city. The most important pioneers of this
movement were urbanists, historians, and activists in the urban field who laid the basic building

blocks for an urban perspective that was based and started from humans, which was contrary
to the prevailing situation in the modern era.
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
